2. With effect from the academic session 2018-19 the roll numbers of the students getting
admission in first year of under graduate and post graduate course will be " Auto generated"
by the system and these roll numbers will remain same for a student for the next 3/2 years as

the case may be. Roll numbers of only those candidates will be generated who have
successfully deposited the fee.

3. All candidates will be intimated for all successful steps in the application form through SMS.
4. Common weightage criteria will be applicable for all the affiliated colleges for session 2018-19.
